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FINANCE

As evidenced by the financial statement, the Club had
a most satisfactory year financially. The net profit was
$6,775 while the overall percentage on bar trading was
30.9 per cent. The main item of expenditure was the con-
struction of a parking area,

The Football Club increased its loan by $2,400 during
the year.
